Clark proceeded through District with a resolve and determination 
to succeed.  More importantly, the team began to work as one ɀ 
when a player was having a difficult day, the team put them on 
their shoulders to get the win.  We saw pitching begin to develop 

over time, with key 
wins coming from 
starters Trevor Settles, 
Ryan Skowronski, and 
Chris Werland and

season through District, the team persevered and was victorious with a final score of 4-3.  This final win 
culminated in a new school record for Clark Baseball: 15-1 in District for 2011, the most wins in a 
district season.  This was also a record in San Antonio High School baseball ɀ the most wins by any team 
since we moved to a 16 game season.  

 
For the 5th year in a row, the team made the 
play-offs and were the number one seed going 
into the Bi-District round where they were to 
face Southwest.   In a hard fought battle in 
Game 1, Clark got the 3-2 victory.  Game 2 was 
another hard fought battle, with Southwest 
coming out on top 5-4.  So the season rested on 
Game 3 of the series.  Sadly, the Cinderella 
season was to end early in the play-offs with a 
3-7 loss to Southwest.
