CROSS COUNTRY 

Cross Country Sends Two to State  
 

The Cross Country teams wrapped up the year with the District meet  on Saturday, Oct 30 th .  Early morning temps 

in the mid -40ſs meant bundling up as they headed to Hardin Athletic Complex.   It had moved into the 50 ſs when the 

Varsity Girls took off  at 9am ð perfect running weather for  the first two of four Cougars that qualified for the 

Regional Meet, as the  top 10 individuals and 3 teams move on.   Glynnis Meade finished 4 th  in 12:04.7 and Shantel 

Swift 7 th  in 12:27.3  for 2 miles .  The Varsity Boys õ race was neck and neck most of the way between Austin Wells 

and a season long competitor  from OõConnor.  With just over 100m to go, they bumped slightly and Austin fell, but 

he got  back up to hold on to 2 nd place in 15:43.3  for the 5k race .  Ryan Pavlich placed 7 th  in 16:45 to round out our 

Regional qualifiers.   Valerie Vacek was next in for the Varsity Girls in 14:01, followed by Brittany  Perez 14:17, Ariel 

Schmid 14:29, Erika Parsons 14:38, and Lauren Porter 14:44.  Rounding things out for the Varsity Boys were 

Nicholas Moseley 17:34, Aidan Pierce 17:58, Philip  Ross 18:25, M ark Pena 18:27, and Daniel Carcamo 18:45.  The 

Girls team finished 6th and the Boys were 5th overall.    

 

JV Girls were 4 th , led by  11th  place Kylie Johnson in 14:31.  Catherine Seifert came next in 15:09, then Gabby 

Rodriguez 15:39, Paloma Gonzalez 15:44, and Rebekah Washington 15:51.  JV  Boys placed 4 th  as well, with H arry 

MacTough and Tyrell Lewis finishing 7 th  and 8th  in 19:06 and 19:08.  Gabe Reichman came in next in 19:40, followed 

by Matthew Chavana 21:08, German Martinez 21:37, Oscar Farias 21:40, Jerzan Hanson 22:01, Alec Janysek 22:58, 

Andy Lyn 22:59, and Cory Nguyen 23:01 .  Cross Country is unique in that Seniors can run JV all year, but in the 

District meet they donõt count for the JV score.  Our dedicated òJVó seniors were Austin Schmidt 15.11, Samantha 

Verheyen 15:54 and Celina Salas 17:03 for the girls, and for the boys, Paul Ferrer  20:04 and Lance Elliot  21:41. 

  

The following weekend was the Region meet at Brooks City Base and it was another great running day.  This was 

Glynnisõ 4th  year to qualify for Regionals, Shantelõs 3rd , and the 2 nd time for both Austin and Ryan.  G lynnis and 

Shantel were in good position at the mile point and held on again for top 10 finishes and a chance to run in the 

State meet - Glynnis in 6 th , 11:30 for the 2 mile course, and Shantel 8 th  in 11:36.  The boys ran well in a very 

competitive 5k race ð Austin placed 19 th  in 15:55 and Ryan, 151st  in 17:45  ð running on a sore foot.   

 

Saturday, November 13 th  dawned bright and breezy  at Old Settlerõs 

Park in Round Rock, site  of the State Cross Country Meet .  Itõs a 

tough course to run without the wind ð hilly plus narrow in places 

making it hard to pass anyone.  Glynnis and Shantel ran well, placing 

36 th  in 11:41 and 62nd in 12:04 res pectively, out of the 104 5A 

runners.   The winning time was a  zippy 10:55  by a girl thatõs ranked 

6 th  in the nation !  It was Shantelõs 2nd trip to State, and as a Junior, 

hopefully sheõll make again her Senior year.  Glynnis is a Senior and is 

hoping to ru n in college, so although this was her last high school 

cross country race, she should have more meets to come.   

 

Once again, weõd like to thank all the parents that provided team 

dinners, made power bars, provided fruit, took pictures and made 

posters/locker decorations.  Thanks to the Coach Ager and Coach 

Kelly for overseeing hours of early morning weekday practices and 

meets, most on Saturdays.  Best wishes to the athletes that will now 

move on to other sports, in cluding those that will enjoy a break until 

track practice starts the end of January.Glynnis

We recognize our guys and 
gals for their hard training while keeping up with their grades and other extracurricular activities.  Soon “peak” 
training begins for them.  It is a challenging time for increasing endurance, speed and strength on the road to 
Championships in late January.

Since our last Booster Club newsletter, the team competed in a Dual Meet against Health Careers on October 
30th and a County Invitational meet versus a variety of high schools from Bexar County on November 13th.  At 
the Dual Meet, the boys continued their winning ways, while the girls captured their first win of the season.  
With only 12 members, our Cougar Girls certainly accomplished something special coming out with a victory.  
Clark relays took 5 of the 6 possible First place titles in this meet, while Clark divers Emily Socks and Tyler 
Momberger  took First place in the diving portion of the meet. 
 
 Top 3 finishers in individual events for Clark were:  Lauren Cartee (1st) and Sydney Harris (3rd) in the 
women’s 200 free.  For the men, Joseph Jaime took 1st, Andreas Sanchez took 2nd and Andrew Ulcak 
wrapped up 3rd in their 200 free.  In the 200 IM, Melanie Macha took 1st for women, and Mitch Jacobs and 
Darren Sanchez placed 1st and 2nd, respectively, in the men’s 200 IM.  The 50 free saw 4 Clark top finishers 
and 4 personal bests:  Coral Crouch and Chris Sanders (1st) and Ally Green and James Wilhelm (2nd). 
 
 In the 100 butterfly, Victoria Gutierrez placed 2nd for the women and guys swept the top 3 places:  
Michael Macha (1st), Tyler Covington (2nd), and Jesse Renteria (3rd).  Michael swam a personal best in the 
100 fly.  The girls then responded with their own sweep in the 100 freestyle:  Coral Crouch (1st), Jessica 
Rourke (2nd) and Marina Gonzalez (3rd).  One minute later in the men’s 100 free, Brad Ogden took 1st place 
and swam a personal best, while Daniel Panchevre committed to his best time also, and took 3rd. 
 
 In the 500 freestyle where perseverance is a must to be invited, Seniors Jessica Rourke and Melanie 
Macha took 1st and 3rd place, respectively, in the women’s race.  The men wanted another sweep:  Derek 
Poirier (1st), Andreas Sanchez (2nd) and Jeremy Kustoff (3rd) took matters into their own hands.   
 

In the 100 backstroke, Lauren Cartee and Sydney Harris took 1st and 2nd place, while Mitch Jacobs 
(1st), Andrew Ulcak (2nd) and Isaac Guerra-Garza (3rd) dominated the men’s backstroke.  Isaac, a freshman, 
swam a lifetime best in this race. 

 
 The last individual race of a meet is the 100 breaststroke, where seniors Victoria Gutierrez and 
Marina Gonzalez took 1st and 2nd.  The men earned one more sweep in 100 breaststroke before they went 
back to the blocks for the 400 free relay, immediately following:  Michael Macha, Tyler Covington, and Brad 
Ogden to seal the deal over Health Careers.
