I Do Run, Run... 

Cross Country – Definition:  Runner, able to endure rain, heat, and darkness.  Train over 

ñcampus loopsò, to 1604 and back, the ñHuebner loopò, to Walgreens and back.  Do shorter 

ñrepeatsò to simulate race pace.  Race as individuals plus as a team, with top 5 finish places 

combined to create team score.  Train early in the morning; load up on pasta at Friday night 

team dinners, and no sleeping in on Saturdays, sometimes meeting at 4:30am to catch the bus.  

Post-run ice baths optional. 

The 2010 Cross Country season began in early August.  Both Girls and Boys Varsity teams have 
many new members to fill spots left by graduating seniors.  Each week is a race within a race, 
for as JV members improve, they can move up to Varsity for the next race.  Injuries can leave 
openings as well.  Here’s a recap of our meets so far – all that’s left is one more at SAISD, then 
District, hopefully Regionals and maybe State! 
 
Southwest, Sept 4 - Rain canceled this meet last year, and showers on Friday had us wondering 
if it would happen again, but Saturday dawned with clear, 70 degree skies.  Taking advantage of 
the situation were a trio of Cougars – senior Glynnis Meade was 3rd (11:05.3) and junior Shantel 
Swift, 4th (11:06.8) for the girls race (approx 1.9 miles), and sophomore Austin Wells, 4th 
(14:52.4) for the boys race (approx 2.95 miles).  The girls placed 7th out of 26 teams, with 
scoring added by senior Katherine Ritchie, freshman Amanda De La Fuentes, and sophomore 
Valerie Vacek.  Freshman Lauren Porter and junior Catherine Seifert rounded out the Varsity 
team.  The boys’ team were 15th out of 33 teams, with freshman Tyrell Lewis, junior Aidan 
Pierce, sophomore Harry MacTough, and freshman Nicholas Moseley scoring, followed by 
freshman Daniel Carcamo and sophomore JR Guajardo.   
 
NEISD, Sept 11 - Wet weather moved this meet to Blossom Athletic Complex, which meant 
running through parking lots and surrounding streets with the finish in Comalander Stadium.  It 
was another big meet, with 28 girls teams and 33 boys teams competing, including many from 
NISD and NEISD.  Top 10 finishers for the girls were Glynnis, 2nd place (12:03.6) and Shantel, 
7th place (12:17.2), followed by Katherine (13:45), Amanda (13:45), Valerie (14:28), Catherine 
(14:57) and Lauren (15:07).  Brandeis took the 1st place girls team spot, with Clark the next 
NISD team, placing 6th.  Austin placed 3rd overall for the boys (16:48.9), with Aidan next 
(19:56), then Harry (20:16), Nicholas (20:18), Tyrell (20:19), and Daniel (20:40).  Both courses 
were slightly longer than the expected 2 and 3 miles. 
 
Central Catholic Relays, Sept 15 – JV divided into 3-member teams for this unusual race at 
Mission Country Park, actually passing a baton to the next runner, girls each covering 1.5 and 
boys 2 miles. 
 
UTSA, Sept 18 - Wet grounds made for challenging races at Brooks City Base.  Austin led the 
Varsity Boys, placing 7th in a fast 15:49.  Aidan finished next in 17:54, followed by Nicholas 
19:05 and Daniel 19:11, then Harry 19:13 and Mark Pena 19:15.  Glynnis and Shantel ran in the 
Girls Gold division, which for the first time was a 5k (3.1 miles) like the boys, finishing 9th 
(19:18) and 11th (19:26) respectively.  The remaining Varsity Girls ran in the 5A 2 mile race –

Amanda in 13:46, Katherine 13:55 and Valerie 14:23.  Austin, Glynnis and Shantel met the 
National 5K Silver Standard of 16:30 / 19:45! 
 

SAISD, Sept 25 - The teams persevered humid conditions on the grounds of the San Antonio 
State School.  JV Boys placed 6th, Varsity girls placed 7th, and Varsity Boys and JV Girls were 
both 8th with around 22 teams in each race.  Austin celebrated his first victory in 16:42 with the 
next closest runner 12 second behind!  Aidan was in next for Clark (19:15), then Nick (19:41), 
Mark (20:02), Harry (20:38), freshman Philip Ross (20:39), and Daniel (20:58).  Top Cougar in 
the girls race was Shantel in 2nd place (12:47)!  Next in were Amanda (14:14), Katherine 
(14:20), and Valerie (415:03), with Lauren and Catherine nearly side by side at 15:42.   
 
McNeil, Oct 2 - In the dark of the night, Varsity Cross Country ventured north to Round Rock to 
race on the courses used for the State meet.  The boys team ran in the very competitive Gold 
Division – the winning time for the 5k was 15:05, with Austin medaling in 14th place (15:48).  
Next in were Nick in 18:21, Philip 18:38, Tyrell 18:45, Harry 18:50, JR 18:57 and Daniel 19:53.  
Glynnis and Shantel took part in the 5A/4A 3200m race – with over 500 runners, finishing 42nd 
(12:21) and 56th (12:30). 
 
Judson, Oct 6 - Both Varsity and JV teams took part in the Judson Invitational after school at a 
hot, dusty Live Oak Park.  Glynnis placed 10th in 12:36.  Katherine was next in 13:48, Lauren 
14:39, sophomore Brittany Perez 14:40, Catherine 15:19, junior Erika Parsons 15:44, and 
freshman Paloma Gonzalez 16:01 rounded out the Girls team.  Aidan finished first for Clark in 
the Boys Varsity race in 19:08, with Mark coming in right behind him in 19:11.  Nicholas 
and Tyrell were close as well in 19:16 and 19:18.  JR 19:27, Harry 19:35, and Philip 
19:45 wrapped up our finishers.  Ryan Pavlich, returning after an injury, won the JV race easily 
in 18:10.  Both Girls and Boys Varsity teams plus the Boys JV team finished 12th, with the JV 
girls in 6th with around 20 teams in each race. 
 
Seguin, Oct 16 - Varsity Cross Country headed east on I-10 to run in Seguin’s Starke Park.  
Kicking in at the end of the race, Shantel finished 6th in 12:07 and Glynnis 9th in 12:08.  Lauren 
was next in 14:25, followed close behind by Brittany 14:28.4, senior Ariel Schmid 14:28.7 and 
Valerie 14:32.  Austin medaled in the boys 5k, placing 10th in 15:58, with Ryan coming in next 
for the Cougars in 16:50, then Aidan 17:49, Nicholas 18:18, JR 18:29, Mark 18:45 and Tyrell 
19:06.  The girls were 17th and boys 18th out of 41 teams.
